A Local Law for the Purpose of Amending the Zoning Law of the
Town of Middlesex

WHEREAS, the Zoning Law of the Town of Middlesex was duly filed with the

New York State Department of State on February 26, 1999 as Local Law #1 of 1999,
(the “Law"); and

WHEREAS the Town Board of the Town of Middlesex wishes to amend certain
provisions of the Law;

NOW, THEREFORE, be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Middlesex
as follows:

1. The Zoning Law of the Town of Middiesex shall be amended to read as
follows:

A. Section 700.4 shall be amended to require site plan approval by the

Planning Board for new construction of any structure located in the
Town of Middlesex.

Section 700.4 shall be amended to read as follows:

700.4 Application for Site Plan Approvai. Prior to the issuance of
any building permit for the construction of any structure in the Town
of Middlesex; or whenever development is proposed for one or
more lots and before such development commences; or prior to the
